Abstract (9 pts, Italics) -The abstract should provide a brief summary of the paper, also containing the key results obtained and the improvement over the previous work in the international literature. The total number of words should not exceed 100.
The Abstract is to be in fully justified italicized text, at 10 pts at the top of the left-hand column as it is here, below the author(s) information. 

Keywords: If there are, they will appear at the beginning of the paragraph in italicized, bold face type.

2. METHODS (12 pts)
The following information is provided to help the prospective contribution prepare a Final Paper for submission to the CAS Conference. A contribution should remember that final current papers to be published in the Proceedings should be prepared in English and may not exceed four pages, including all figures, tables, references, etc.

We are requesting that you follow these guidelines as closely as possible so that the Proceedings have a professional look.
A4(210x297mm) size paper should be used with 2.5 cm margins on top, left, right and 3.5 cm bottom. Only this paper size will be accepted. 
Title: The main title (on the first page) should be typed in capital letters, centered and in Times New Roman, 14-point bold face formats, without unusual abbreviation. 
Style: Use separate sections for Introduction, Methods, Results/Discussions, Conclusions, Acknowledgement and References. 
The titles of the chapters will be centered within the column, typed all in capitals and bolded and numbered. 

English is the official language of CAS Conference. Type the paper in English in a single spaced format. 

The lengths of different types of papers are:

· 4-8 pages A4 long (or an even number of pages) for invited papers;

· 4 pages A4 for contributed papers.
Layout: Center the title, authors’ names, and affiliations spanning the entire page. Include e-mail address of the authors. Type the paper in two columns with a space of 5mm between the columns. Type Size: Use 14 point bold, capital letters for the main title, 12 point Roman (Times New Roman) characters for names and 10 point for affiliations and E-mail (in bold face) and 11 point Roman characters for the main text. 12 point, bold face should be used for the title of each section, 11 point bold face for subsections titles. If Times New Roman is not installed on your word processor, please use Times Roman or other fonts close in appearance to Roman. All paragraphs should be indented at 0.5 cm.

Figures and Tables: Paste table or figures (black and white only) where needed. Figure and table captions must be 9 point Times New Roman and numbered separately. Initially capitalize only the first word of each figure caption and table title. The text inside the table must be written using 9 points’ size. For example:

Between figures or tables and text should be a distance of 9 points.

Figures should utilize as much of the column width as possible, in order to maximize legibility. Graphics and photograph should be of very good resolution and contrast.

Equations should be centered in the column and numbered sequentially. Place equation numbers to right of the equation within parenthesis and right justified within its column. An example would be:
e=mc2

When referring to an equation, use the number within parenthesis. Here (1) was used as an example because it was easy to type. If possible, use the Symbol font for all special characters.
2.1. Methods Details (12 pts)
As in this heading, the second order headings should be 11-point boldface, capitalized and centered. The space between sections is of 12-point size.

RESULTS (12 pts)
If the last page of your paper is only partially filled, arrange the columns so that they are evenly balanced if possible, rather than having one long column. 

Please do not number the pages of your paper. Proceeding editors will do this after the entire content is finished.

4. CONCLUSIONS (12 pts)
The authors are invited to submit paper on line. The authors should upload a Microsoft Word file on the conference web site (www.imt.ro/cas - to be open in April).
Acknoledgement (11pts) - The authors wish to acknowledgement the assistance and support of all those who contributed to the printing of this Proceedings.
References (11 pts)
References should be indicated in the text by consecutive Arabic numbers between square brackets [ ]. All references should be listed in 9 point “Times New Roman” fonts at the end of the paper, in the form below:

[2] B. Author(s), “Title of the paper”, Title of the Journal, 1(1), pp. 1–7, 2002.
